Activity 1.1: Teaching and Learning are Not Separable
Scenario 1:
A teacher is teaching/talking for the whole lesson, and students are listening and taking notes with little or no questions.
Scenario 2:
A teacher has challenged learners with an activity in groups. Each group is carrying out research, gathering information, interpreting it, and is ready to present findings.

Question: Which scenario is more appropriate to you and why?
Answer:
Scenario 2 is more appropriate because it emphasizes active learning and engages students in the learning process. In this scenario, students take responsibility for their learning by conducting research, working collaboratively, and presenting their findings. This approach promotes critical thinking, creativity, communication, and teamwork skills, which are essential in modern education.
In contrast, Scenario 1 relies on a teacher-centered approach, where the teacher dominates the lesson while students play a passive role. This limits students' engagement, critical thinking, and the ability to apply knowledge independently.

Supporting Explanation:
· Scenario 2 aligns with the learner-centered approach, fostering active participation and ownership of learning.
· It enhances deeper understanding as learners interpret and apply knowledge, rather than merely memorizing content.
· Collaborative activities in Scenario 2 prepare students for real-world problem-solving and interpersonal interactions.

ANSWER
Answers:
1. How did the teacher feel as Musoni narrated his story?
The teacher felt a lot of sympathy for Musoni after learning about the loss of his mother.
2. Why did Musoni’s classmates feel sorry for him?
Musoni’s classmates felt sorry for him because they understood the emotional pain and hardship he was going through due to his mother’s passing.
3. If you were Musoni’s teacher, what would you do to help him make up?
If I were Musoni’s teacher, I would:
· Provide emotional support: Offer comforting words and assure him that the school is there to support him.

ANSWER
1. Rurangwa’s Case
a. Do you agree with Rurangwa’s decision?
No, I do not agree with Rurangwa's decision to postpone teaching those units until the school provides the necessary materials. As a teacher, he has the responsibility to find alternative solutions and ensure students receive a complete education. Delaying these units deprives learners of knowledge and skills essential for their academic progression.
b. What skills is Rurangwa lacking?
Rurangwa is lacking the following skills:
1. Creativity and Resourcefulness: Ability to find or create teaching and learning materials from available resources.
2. Problem-Solving Skills: Addressing challenges in the classroom proactively.
3. Improvisation Skills: Using alternative and low-cost materials to teach effectively.
4. Collaboration Skills: Partnering with colleagues, parents, or the community to gather resources.
5. Advocacy Skills: Communicating effectively with the school administration or external stakeholders to secure resources.
c. Advise him on strategies for obtaining Teaching and Learning Materials.
1. Use Locally Available Resources: Collect materials such as stones, sticks, leaves, seeds, and other natural items for hands-on activities.
2. Engage Parents and the Community: Request parents and community members to contribute items like old newspapers, cardboard, or fabric that can be repurposed.
3. Collaborate with Colleagues: Share materials and ideas with fellow teachers to maximize existing resources.
4. Apply for Grants or Support: Reach out to non-governmental organizations (NGOs), local businesses, or government programs supporting education.
5. Leverage Technology: Use free or low-cost digital resources such as videos, e-books, and printable worksheets.
6. Create DIY Materials: Make charts, flashcards, and models using affordable materials like manila paper, markers, and recycled items.
7. Fundraise: Organize small fundraisers or events to collect money for essential supplies.
8. Involve Learners: Encourage students to bring simple materials like bottle caps or string for projects.

2. Producing Teaching and Learning Materials Using Low-Cost Materials
Subject: Science (Topic: Solar System)
Material 1: Solar System Model
· Materials Needed: Old newspapers, glue, string, paint, cardboard, and a stick.
· Process: 
1. Roll newspapers into balls of various sizes for planets.
2. Paint each ball to represent planets and the Sun.
3. Attach the balls to a stick using string to demonstrate the orbits.
Material 2: Flashcards for Vocabulary

Material 3: Constellation Viewer

3. Let students view the constellation by looking through the roll in light.
ACTIVITY:3.3

He involves his learners in producing teaching and learning materials not only for his class but also others. However, all the materials the teacher and learners make are immediately kept in the cupboards. One cannot see Muvara use them even once. When his Head teacher entered the class for lesson observation, the walls were empty. What are the strengths and weaknesses of teacher Muvara? Provide some pieces of advice to integrate his teaching materials in teaching activities for improvement.
ANSWER
Strengths of Teacher Muvara
1. Creativity and Innovation: He demonstrates the ability to produce teaching and learning materials, showcasing his creativity and commitment to improving teaching resources.
2. Learner Involvement: Involving students in the production of materials fosters collaboration, ownership, and hands-on learning experiences.
3. Commitment to Other Classes: His willingness to create materials for classes beyond his own reflects a team-oriented and supportive attitude.
Weaknesses of Teacher Muvara
1. Non-Utilization of Resources: Despite the effort in producing teaching materials, they remain unused, limiting their impact on the learning process.
2. Empty Classroom Environment: The absence of teaching aids or visual displays on the walls deprives students of a stimulating and engaging learning environment.
3. Lack of Integration: Failing to incorporate the materials into teaching activities suggests a gap between material production and their pedagogical application.
Advice for Improvement
1. Utilize Materials Actively in Lessons
· Plan lessons that integrate the teaching aids into activities to clarify concepts and enhance understanding.
· Use visual aids during instruction to capture students' attention and improve retention.
2. Create a Resource-Rich Classroom Environment
· Display the materials on walls or learning corners to create a more interactive and visually stimulating space.
· Rotate the displayed materials regularly to keep the classroom dynamic and relevant.
3. Link Materials to Learning Objectives
· Align each material with specific lesson objectives to ensure purposeful use.
· Include demonstrations or activities that leverage the materials for concept exploration or problem-solving.
4. Engage Students in Application
· Encourage learners to use the materials during group work, discussions, or practical activities.
· Use the materials as tools for collaborative tasks or games to foster active participation.
5. Train on Effective Material Usage
· Seek professional development opportunities to enhance skills in integrating teaching aids into lessons.
· Collaborate with peers to share strategies for effective material utilization.
6. Feedback and Improvement
· Reflect on the effectiveness of the materials in improving learning outcomes.
· Encourage feedback from students and colleagues to refine and adapt the materials.
ACTIVITY:4.2
MUGENZI is a teacher at a certain primary school in Southern Province. He was found teaching without a lesson plan. He told the Head teacher that he has the lesson map in his mind and therefore doesn’t need it on a paper. What piece of advice can you give him?
 
ANSWER
Teaching without a written lesson plan may seem manageable to MUGENZI because he believes he has the lesson mapped out in his mind. However, here is some advice to help him understand the importance of a written lesson plan:

1. A Lesson Plan Enhances Organization and Clarity
· A written lesson plan ensures that your lesson is well-structured and follows a logical sequence, helping you stay on track during class.
· It reduces the risk of forgetting important details or activities.
2. It Supports Consistency and Continuity
· A written plan allows you to align your lessons with the curriculum and ensure all topics are adequately covered.
· If you are unable to teach on a given day, another teacher can easily refer to your plan and carry on seamlessly.
3. A Tool for Reflection and Improvement
· Lesson plans serve as a record of what was taught and how it was taught, helping you reflect on what worked well and what needs improvement.
· You can modify and adapt future plans based on the challenges and successes of previous lessons.
4. Accountability and Professionalism
· Lesson plans demonstrate professionalism and preparedness, especially during inspections or observations by the head teacher or education authorities.
· It shows respect for your role as a teacher and commitment to your students’ education.
5. Supports Diverse Learners
· Writing a lesson plan encourages you to anticipate and include strategies to meet the needs of all learners, including those who may require additional support or enrichment.
6. Reduces Stress and Anxiety
· Knowing you have a written guide to follow reduces the mental load and stress of remembering everything in the moment, allowing you to focus on effective delivery.

Suggested Action for MUGENZI:
Encourage MUGENZI to create a simple lesson plan template that outlines key aspects of the lesson (e.g., objectives, materials, activities, and assessment methods). He can use it as a guide and adapt it to fit his teaching style while maintaining professionalism and enhancing the learning experience for his students.


ACTIVITY:5.2
HAKIZIMANA is a teacher at one primary school in Rwanda. He is rude when he is teaching. He does not want learners who ask him questions and if one tries to raise his/her hand to ask a question, the teacher tells him/her to keep quiet and even when he asks questions to the learners to be answered orally, he does not give positive feedback to their answers. He only replies “ok” to both right and wrong answers.In that case, learners are unable to know what to improve in their learning process. What do you think is wrong with this teacher? If you were HAKIZIMANA, what would you do differently?74

ANSWER:
Hakizimana's teaching behavior has several issues that negatively impact the learning environment and his students' educational development. These issues include:
1. Lack of Positive Reinforcement:
· Hakizimana's lack of positive feedback demotivates learners. Simply saying "ok" without acknowledging correct answers or guiding students on incorrect ones prevents learners from understanding their strengths and weaknesses.
2. Discouraging Questions:
· Refusing to allow students to ask questions stifles curiosity, critical thinking, and active participation, which are essential for effective learning.
3. Rude Behavior:
· Being rude creates a hostile classroom environment, which can lead to fear and disengagement among students. A supportive atmosphere is critical for fostering learning.
4. Ignoring Learner Needs:
· By not addressing student concerns or engaging them meaningfully, Hakizimana fails to create an inclusive and learner-centered classroom.

What Hakizimana Should Do Differently:
1. Encourage Questions:
· Welcome and appreciate questions from students, as they show curiosity and a willingness to learn. For example, say, “That’s a great question. Let’s discuss it together.”
2. Provide Constructive Feedback:
· Offer detailed feedback to students’ responses. For correct answers, say something like, “Excellent, that’s correct because…” For incorrect answers, guide them with, “Not quite, but here’s why. Let’s try again.”
3. Create a Respectful Environment:
· Treat students with kindness and respect. Build trust and make them feel comfortable sharing ideas and engaging in discussions.
4. Promote Active Participation:
· Use interactive teaching methods like group discussions, think-pair-share, or inquiry-based learning to involve all students in the learning process.
5. Adopt a Growth Mindset:
· Encourage students to learn from mistakes. Emphasize effort and improvement over simply getting the "right answer."
6. Reflect on Teaching Practices:
· Regularly evaluate personal teaching methods and seek feedback from colleagues or mentors. Consider professional development opportunities to improve classroom management and pedagogy.

If I Were Hakizimana:
1. Show Enthusiasm and Openness:
· I would actively invite students to share their thoughts, ideas, and questions, emphasizing that their contributions are valuable.
2. Focus on Learner Development:
· I would guide students with clear explanations, support them when they struggle, and celebrate their progress to boost confidence.
3. Promote Collaborative Learning:
· Engage students in peer discussions and group activities, allowing them to learn from each other.
4. Model Respectful Behavior:
· Demonstrate respect by listening attentively, using positive language, and treating every student fairly and with dignity.

ANSWER
Thinking about her previous lesson helps KUBWIMANA to effectively deliver her new lesson in several ways:
